Para 207.170-3(a)(3) requires a determination by the senior procurement executive. Unless precluded by statute, recommend the final rule authorize re-delegation of the approval authority for the determination from the senior procurement executive to the PEO or the Principal Assistant for Contracting(PARC) who now has the authority to approve acquisition plans.  This could be done for requirements  with a value of less than $50,000,000.  The senior procurement executive could retain the approval authority for requirements valued $50,000,000 or greater.  Without re-delegation to lower acquisition levels requirements will be severely delayed. 
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
