Consolidation of Contract Requirements --

Comments in response to 2003-D109:  

Suggest that the dollar threshold for determination by the Senior Procurement Executive (SPE) be raised from $5M to $50M.  It is understood that consolidation of contract requirements is not encouraged in the effort to protect the interests of small business entities, and the Small and Disadvantaged Business Utilization Offices do currently monitor such practices.  However, if market research determines that no other alternative exists for the acquisition of goods or services, a determination / approval level of SPE would significantly increase the acquisition cycle time and delay the ultimate receipt of goods and services to the warfighter, impacting Army readiness in the Global War on Terror.  The dollar threshold for other acquisition documents requiring Senior Procurement Executive signature is traditionally a much higher dollar value (e.g. J&A approval @ $50M for SPE approval in accordance with FAR 6.304).  

No exception taken with other aspects of the policy.  If changing the dollar figure of $5M is not feasible, suggest that the determination / approval level be changed from SPE level to Principal Assistant Responsible for Contracting (PARC).
