DETERMINATION AND FINDINGS

AUTHORITY FOR INTERAGENCY ACQUISITION

UNDER THE ECONOMY ACT (31 U.S.C. 1535)
Pursuant to FAR 17.5, I have determined that the proposed interagency acquisition under the Economy Act (31 U.S.C. 1535) is in the best interest of the Government, based upon the following:

FINDINGS

1.  This action, to obtain ____________________ ____________ _____________________ from the Department of the Navy, Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command (SPAWAR), using their competitively awarded Basic Purchasing Agreement (BPA) does not conflict with any other agency’s authority or responsibility.  This procurement action is in accordance with the provisions of the Economy Act.  The value of this requirement is $___________.

Legal authority for this acquisition otherwise exists.

 In accordance with FAR 6.002, this action is not being entered into with another agency for the purpose of avoiding competition.  The SPAWAR contract vehicle to be used was competitively awarded and (if applicable) the further reduced TRN pricing being used for this procurement was the result of additional competition between NAVY BPA holders.

4.  this action is in the best interest of the Government because the Department of State, in order (describe purpose of procurement):


a. (Explain by ordered supplies or services can’t be provided as conveniently and cheaply by contracting directly with company  - i.e. Contractor will not provide to DoS for its single purchase the same heavily discounted pricing that it is provided to the Navy for its large standardized configuration requirement).

Those supplies and services obtained from federal sources cannot be performed as conveniently or more economically (e.g. in the short period of time availiabe) by private contractor.

6.  DoS (Brancy/Code       ) has checked with the procuring agency and to the best of our knowledge and belief the agency is complying with all applicable laws and requlations, and can perform contract administration.
